Project Amenities
The unique layout of Francis House provides residents with an innovative approach to service delivery and project amenities. The design is based on the “Small House” model of care, where the residents live together in small groups or “Neighborhoods” and share meals and other activities. Francis House contains 6 separate “Neighborhoods” of 10 resident units each. Each resident has their own private living unit with bedroom and full bathroom, but shares the common areas with the other residents in each Neighborhood, which include the Living Room, Dining Room, Parlor, and Sunroom. This lifestyle promotes community and interaction between the residents and staff, creating a more intimate and supportive environment where frail seniors can receive personal care services tailored to their individual needs. This layout offers residents with significant amenities on site.

Project Services
Supportive services will be provided on-site by twelve St. Ignatius staff members twenty-four hours per day to assist residents with activities of daily living (ADLs). A personal care administrator will be on site daily to oversee service provision at Francis House. In addition to ADL services, Francis House will also provide three meals a day for all tenants, to be served in each of the six “neighborhoods.” Francis House’s service model is to assist with the individual’s activities of daily living, including eating, drinking, ambulating, transferring, toileting, personal hygiene such as bathing, dressing, managing healthcare and self-administering of medication. The residents of Francis House will not need the full 24-hour services of a nursing home; however, they are not safe to live on their own. Each resident will have an assessment to determine which services are appropriate for that resident’s needs.     
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
