D 8.)      Prior Affordable Housing Experience

[bookmark: _GoBack]WCRP has developed 248 units of affordable housing since its inception in 1987. It has completed 10 LIHTC developments totaling 238 units, and has provided property management and supportive services for all of them. During the past 5 years WCRP has completed three complex affordable housing developments-Evelyn Sanders Townhomes Phases 1 and 2 and the Villanueva Townhomes Preservation Development. 
Evelyn Sanders Townhomes Phases 1 and 2 (Evelyn Sanders): Part 1 of this development was completed in 2009 and Part 2 was finished in 2011. This 71 unit two part development was completed and placed into service in February 2011. Evelyn Sanders is located at 9th and Indiana in the Fairhill neighborhood of North Philadelphia. The development was financed with Low Income Housing Tax Credits and CDBG/HOME/Housing Trust Fund subsidy through the City of Philadelphia Office of Housing and Community Development. The general occupancy development targeted at low and very low income families with children was pioneering in its green construction practices. It achieved LEED Silver status, one of the first affordable housing developments in Philadelphia to be LEED certified. 
Villanueva Townhome Preservation Development (Tillmon Villanueva): This project involved substantial rehabilitation and preservation of WCRP’s first three LIHTC developments in Eastern North Philadelphia: Adolfina Villanueva Townhomes Phase 1 (7th and Somerset), Adolfina Villanueva Townhomes Phase 2 (8th and Somerset), and Johnnie Tillmon Townhomes(4th and Master). These developments total 77 units and are comprised of 2, 3, and 4 bedroom townhomes and apartments. The Tillmon Villanueva project involved LIHTCs and HOME/HTF/Housing Trust Funds from the City of Philadelphia. Thirty four units are subsidized with Project Based Section 8 vouchers and at least one tenant carries her own Section 8 voucher. The project was complex from both a construction standpoint—it involved substantial rehab and major systems replacements and from a relocation standpoint—WCRP moved families into temporary residences while it completed construction on each group of homes. Coordinating these moves in conjunction with the construction schedule and remaining in compliance with the Uniform Relocation Act was a sophisticated endeavor that paid off—these homes have been refreshed and are set to serve WCRP’s families for another generation.
