8. Prior Affordable Housing Experience

LHDC is an experienced developer of affordable housing and also has extensive experience with project

and tenant-based Section 8, HUD 811, and other operating subsidy programs. LHDC has developed the

following recent projects:

Liberty Vine— LHDC developed these 13 units with HUD 811 capital, City of Philadelphia funding,
and FHLB NY funding. Liberty Vine consist of 13 one-bedroom apartments located at 5526 Vine
Street in Philadelphia. All 13 units are 100% accessible and targeted to individuals who are at or
below 50% of area median income (AMI), with most residents at or below 30% of AMI. The
HUD 811 Project Rental Assistance Contract (PRAC) provide rental subsidies for tenants. Total

development cost was $3.35 million.

Liberty Disston contains five one-bedroom units of permanently affordable supportive housing
for individuals with physical disabilities who wish to transition out of nursing home care to live in
the community in an integrated setting. The units were rehabilitated in a three-story Victorian
building in the primarily residential Tacony neighborhood of Northeast Philadelphia. Four of the
five units are fully accessible. The project has a Section 8 contract. Sources included HUD EDI,
City of Philadelphia funds, and FHLB Pittsburgh funds with a total development cost of

$1,077,551.
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e [Ljberty Welsh consists of 3 units developed with funds from the City of Philadelphia. Units are
dispersed throughout the building and are served by an elevator. The project has a Section 8

contract.

e [jberty 11 at the Marine Club — These 11 units at the corner of Broad and Washington in the
Marine Club Apartments consist of one-bedroom accessible apartments dispersed throughout
the development. Funded through a combination of HUD 811 and OHCD funds, these units
provide disabled individuals the opportunity to live in a vibrant neighborhood with abundant

shopping, restaurants, and transit. This project has a Section 8 contract.
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
