Proximity to Neighborhood Resources and Access to Multi-Modal Transportation
The site at 4460 Fairmount Avenue has excellent access to off-site amenities and services within a mile radius, including a nationally renowned hospital network, subway and bus service, and ample shopping opportunities. Additionally, the presence of St. Ignatius Nursing & Rehab Center, its staff and services next door provides an additional benefit that reduces the need for residents to have to leave the campus in order to receive skilled nursing care. The full list of amenities and services is included below.  While the immediate proximity to Francis House represents a substantial value for residents, the presence of accessible transit options, with service to Center City, 30th Street Station, 69th Street Transportation Center, and other key locations, supplements the convenience of the site’s location.

Project in Accordance with Local Plans
The proposed Francis House project aligns with many local plans, including the Year 40 Consolidated Plan and the Philadelphia 2035 Comprehensive Plan. The City of Philadelphia Year 40 Consolidated Plan emphasizes the City’s commitment to aligning and leveraging its resources with the public and private sectors to transform the lives of residents in the West Philadelphia Promise Zone (p. 18). Further, the target population and service model envisioned for Francis House enable it to meet several of the needs presented in Philadelphia’s Year 40 Consolidated Plan, particularly the City’s commitment to expanding the stock of accessible City-supported housing.
The City of Philadelphia’s Philadelphia 2035 Comprehensive Plan notes that the West Planning District, within which this site falls, has a high vacancy rate that negatively impacts reinvestment efforts. Developing Francis House on a currently vacant parcel would help to stabilize the surrounding block and hopefully signal a renewal of investment efforts in the neighborhood. 
Project Located in Designated Area of Revitalization
Francis House, proposed to be located on the St. Ignatius campus in West Philadelphia is located within the federally-designated Promise Zone, just north of rapidly developing and gentrifying University City. Francis House is proposed to be developed on the campus of St. Ignatius Nursing and Rehab Center and its two existing tax credit developments for independent seniors – Angela Court I and Angela Court II, building upon the synergy already established between developments. The creation of the Promise Zone will further support additional public and private investments in the neighborhood over the next ten years, bringing resources and capacity to West Philadelphia and giving preference to for certain competitive federal programs.
