St. Ignatius Nursing and Rehab Center is committed, through its Francis House development, to increasing the number of available, affordable rental units for extremely low- and low-income frail seniors. Low-income frail seniors who are unable to live independently but do not need the level of service provided in a nursing home, have very few housing choices in Philadelphia and Francis House provides an innovative approach to housing frail seniors with supportive services to allow them to age in place.
Rent Schedule

Residents do not pay for utilities. Francis House is striving to achieve Passive House pre-certification and will create an extremely efficient facility that will reduce utility costs to the owner. The developer is currently working with an energy modeler to determine the estimated monthly energy costs to the project.
Operating Subsidy
On September 5, 2013, PHA committed 60 Section 9 vouchers to Francis House, contingent on the development being awarded an allocation of 9% Low-Income Housing Tax Credits in the November 2013 round. The project did not win credits in 2013.
[bookmark: _GoBack]The PHA Section 9 commitment on September 5, 2013 provided 60 subsidies in an amount not to exceed $650 per unit due to the special needs of the frail elderly population to be served. Francis House is requesting $650 per unit for the 60 units under this RFP, as it was previously negotiated at last year’s award that the project would receive subsidy in this amount.
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
