D6.)     Project Amenities/Services

	
The Nicole Hines Townhomes will provide both recreational spaces and supportive services. The Community Room at the Nicole Hines Townhomes will provide flexible space that is available for tenant use upon request. Tenants can use this 1484 GSF area to host family gatherings, parties, and small meetings. 

The community room is also the focal point for supportive services at Nicole Hines Townhomes. The community room space features offices to enable our supportive services staff to meet with tenants on site, as well as larger flexible space to enable staff to facilitate group meetings and classes as necessary. Supportive Services, described in depth in section D 10 of this application, is tailored by WCRP to meet individual tenant needs. Tenants are not required to participate in supportive services but many will choose to, according to WCRP’s experience. When tenants move in they work with WCRP’s case manager to identify goals which form the foundation of a workplan. Goals can address many areas of personal growth but most commonly center upon economic improvement measures such as education, career development, and financial management.
