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TAB 2: Community Resources  

a. The Beury Building is located along the Broad Street corridor and immediately north of 

Temple University Medical Campus, which comprises the Temple University School of 

Medicine, the Temple University Hospital, and the Shriners Hospital for Children. 

Collectively these institutions are the core of the neighborhood, and attract a steady 

stream of professionals, academics, students, and patients and their families. Estimating 

about 207 stores within the Broad and Erie Central Business District, these area retailers 

are predominantly independent entrepreneurs and consist of restaurants, clothing 

stores, and gift and novelty stores.  

b. The area surrounding The Beury Building is well served by local and regional transit. The 

Erie Station of the Broad Street subway line is the 3rd busiest subway station in the 

SEPTA system and the Allegheny Avenue station serves as the anchor, just south of The 

Beury Building. Bus routes include route 23 along Germantown Avenue, Route C on 

Broad Street, and a number of routes on other north-south and east-west streets. A 

map of the Local Transit Service is attached.  

c. The site of this proposed project has been identified in many neighborhood and city 

plans as an important node of neighborhood revitalization.  Over 16 City funded plans 

have focused upon the commercial, transportation and community development 

challenges faced by the Broad and Erie area.  One of the very initial plans, the North 

Philadelphia Plan: A Guide to Revitalization, Philadelphia City Planning Commission 

(1987) focused upon the redevelopment of The Beury Building as a key to the 

revitalization of the area.  More recently, the Broad & Erie Transportation and 

Community Development Plan, issued by the Philadelphia City Planning Commission in 
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January 2010 specifically identifies The Beury Building and Broad & Erie Station as the 

most important public transit point in the area. Based on the Transit-Oriented-

Development (TOD) principle, the plan proposed to redevelop the commercial corridor 

around the station to build on the advantage of this public transit center. Within this 

context, the 13-floor Beury Building, mentioned as the area’s landmark that dominates 

the Upper North Philadelphia’s skyline and standing right at this nexus, represents a 

major opportunity to transform the area, leveraging the existing investment and acting 

as the catalyst to stabilize and bring the area out of its current distress. From a 

community development perspective, the Tioga: Strategies for Neighborhood 

Revitalization plan also by the Philadelphia City Planning Commission in June 2010 

further recognized and proposed to revitalize the Broad & Erie intersection as the 

“Urban Center”.  The rehabilitation of the The Beury Building was recommended as a 

critical step in this long-term vision to revitalize the area. The herein proposed project to 

transform The Beury into a mixed-use development featuring affordable, market rate 

housing as well as commercial facilities directly responds to the assessed needs of the 

area and the recommendations from planning efforts at the local and city level. 

d. The Beury Building is located in the Tioga Neighborhood of North Philadelphia, as 

designated by the Philadelphia City Planning Commission. The site sits north of the 

North Central Empowerment Zone.  

e. The Beury Building is located immediately north of Temple University Medical Campus, 

which comprises the Temple University School of Medicine, the Temple University 

Hospital, and the Shriners Hospital for Children. The Temple School of Medicine includes 

over 1,600 faculty members, 870 staff, and about 750 students. Temple’s hospital has 

740 beds, and offers care in every specialty and primary care field. The Broad Street 
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subway line provides access to the campus with stops located at Broad and Erie, and 

Allegheny Avenue, as well as easy and affordable access to Center City, a primary job 

center for Philadelphia. In addition, the site is located on the Broad Street commercial
