In accordance with PHA’s Move to Work Agreement, the assisted units at Francis House would augment the revitalization efforts already in effect, including building on the synergy of the HOPE VI Lucien Blackwell Townhomes development located adjacent to the proposed Francis House development, as well as building on the Promise Zone that was designated by President Barack Obama earlier this year. 
While the neighborhood has seen a growth in public revitalization efforts, the surrounding area remains a racially and economically impacted area where the development of affordable housing proves critical. More than 45% percent of renters in the census tract pay more than 30 percent of their annual household income toward rent payments. Over 50% of residents over 65 years of age live with incomes below the poverty line. 14% of census tract residents are over 75 years of age, compared to 5.9% in the County. Therefore, the demand for new, quality affordable housing units for frail seniors in the area is substantial. Francis House will directly address this demand.
