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3. SITE AND NEIGHBORHOOD STANDARDS 

As mentioned before, the site belongs to the West Philadelphia Empowerment Zone, a map 

of which is attached hereto. Cathedral Park neighborhood does not currently have any 

subsidized housing developments. A few subsidized housing projects outside of Cathedral 

Park but nearby are all general occupancy buildings, thus leaving a great unmet demand for 

quality and affordable housing for senior citizens.  
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
