Housing Development Experience
St. Ignatius is a long-standing, experienced provider of quality affordable housing for seniors in West Philadelphia. Angela Court II, completed in 2008 and located at 4402-10 Fairmount Ave. in Philadelphia’s Mill Creek neighborhood, consists of 54 one-bedroom apartments for low-income seniors, 62 years and older. Each unit is approximately 601 net square feet and contains a full-size kitchen and bathroom, as well as storage closets in the living/dining area and bedroom. Angela Court II also includes its own on-site laundry room, health and wellness room, and computer room. The entire development is 100% accessible to the physically disabled, with six units being fully handicap accessible and two units being accessible to persons with hearing and visual impairments. 
All units are reserved for residents earning 60% AMI or less, including six units maintained at a rent level affordable to persons at or below 20% AMI. Residents receive a wide array of supportive services managed by a full-time social services coordinator. The project received 9% Low-Income Housing Tax Credits, as well as Section 9 rent subsidies not to exceed $270 per unit per month, thereby enabling the residents to pay no more than 30% of their gross monthly income for total housing expenses. Angela Court II connects directly to Angela Court I, a 67-unit affordable residential facility developed by St. Ignatius in 2003.
